EMERGENCY INFORMATION

The canyon communities are situated in an urban-wilderness interface with a higher than average risk of natural disasters. In the past, the canyons have experienced fires, mudslides and floods that have resulted in the loss of lives and property.

This information is designed to help canyon residents respond appropriately in an emergency. Prepared by The Inter-Canyon League’s Fire Safe Council, it outlines procedures and information needed in a disaster.

INFORMATION IN AN EMERGENCY

Radio Communication
Canyon Watch, an organization of local volunteers, will maintain communications during an emergency with their radio system. It works through repeaters installed up and down Silverado and Modjeska canyons. While Canyon Watch members have GMRS radios, non-members can listen in on to their communication on any FRS hand-held radio tuned to channel 16 (Franklin repeater) (preferably) or channel 20 (Santiago repeater).

IN THE EVENT OF AN EVACUATION

1. Voluntary and mandatory evacuations will most likely be announced by the Orange County Sheriff’s Dept. Officers will either use a patrol car loudspeaker or come to your door.

2. Leave as soon as possible. Leave doors unlocked and lights on, if possible.

3. DO NOT BLOCK THE ROAD. Follow directions and go to designated areas.

4. If you will have large animals to be evacuated, contact Connie Nelson at 649-3331. DO NOT LOCK HORSES IN CORRALS AND DO NOT TURN HORSES LOOSE.
The Orange County Fire Authority has a detailed disaster plan for the canyons. Local residents have been trained on it and will assist in emergencies.
